R.E.A.D. to Rover is a program in which
children read aloud to a

registered therapy dog and a

licensed handler. The program is de-
signed to encourage a love of reading in
a fun and warm environment.

Students in grades 1 -5 were shown to
increase an average of 30% in their
standardized reading scores by

reading 20 minutes per week.

Reading to a therapy dog in a quiet,
calm, non-threatening environment has
shown to be the perfect vehicle for
learning.

Children are able to relax and read at
their own pace, and the dog loves to
hear a child’s voice and get an
occasional snuggle.
