STEP 3: Downloading your Checked Out Books 
 

Once you’ve added a book to your cart, click on My Cart and then on Proceed to Checkout on next screen.    

On Sign In screen, select Waukesha County Federated Library System from the dropdown menu, enter 

your library card number with all letters/symbols/NO SPACES in the field, and click Sign In button. 

Click Confirm Check out button on next screen, then click Download button on next screen.
